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NACMM > KIBRIT ENCOUNTERS > BCN is a gathering which
aims to present the research and projects developed by the North
Africa Cultural Mobility Map _ NACMM during the years 2016 -
2017 thanks to the support of ALF. As a project investigating the
mobility of artists and researchers in the Arab region, NACMM
shapes itself as an online platform with a map of Artist in
Residency programs in North Africa, video interviews to artists
in residence coordinators, a funding section and a resources

one. Through its development NACMM has also evolved as a
generator of several other projects based on artistic collaborations
and exchanges in the Mediterranean region and beyond. One
such example is KIBRIT, an artistic and curatorial research

and production programme focused on collective memory and
heritage, initiated in 2017 by the NACMM partners: LE 18, Atelier
de I'Observatoire, CeRCCa, Rhizome and JISER together with
Maison de I'Image and Ramallah Municipality.

Coherently with our objective to disseminate knowledge, foster
synergies and exchanges of practices, the NACMM > KIBRIT
ENCOUNTERS > BCN is conceived as a moment to share
reflections on topics such as artistic mobility, knowledge and
collective memory production and translation, and artistic and
curatorial practices for the reactivation of tangible and intangible
cultural heritage. To do so, it invites curators and artists to
present their work, research and methods, while also presenting
the reflection and actions developed by NACMM through its
project HARAKAT as well as through the KIBRIT programme.

Born in Munich (Germany), Christina Schultz lives and works in Barcelona.

Christina Schultz is a multidisciplinary project-based artist, working

Le paradis dixll - Paradise, 17’, Tunis, 2017 == A video art work by
Barbara Sanchez Barroso (OV. FR/AR, subtitles ENG)

Le paradis 4zl is the video created by Barbara during his stay in Tunisia
explores the dichotomy between the West and the East, and how this is
present in the illegal migration as a metaphor. Hopes and dreams poured,
the later encounter of a hostile reality. The difference between the migrant
and the tourist. Paradise dreamed, the freedom sought faced with failure.
For this, it has based itself on several testimonies of young clandestine
migrants of the Tunisian coast, in el Haouaria, hardly a few hours of Italy.

Bdrbara Sanchez Barroso has developed an interdisciplinary approach to
performance, video and installation, dealing with issues such as feminism,
relationships and anything else that might remain at the periphery. She is
interested in the personal dimension of politics, the vulnerable and the strength
of narrative, whatever its form; For this, it does not understand the artistic
practice without writing, cinema and poetry.

Moi, un noir. Reloaded, 65’, Tarragona, 2015 == A film by Ro
Caminal (OV. ES, subtitles ENG)

Moi, un Noir. Reloaded is a tribute to Jean Rouch and provides an update
/ re-interpretation of Moi, un Noir, the film the French anthropologist
made in 1957. While the original film was satisfying the eager curiosity

of the western gaze about otherness from the safe distance of a film,
Reloaded minimizes cultural differences and avoids the exotic. Under these
assumptions, the film plunges into the daily lives of the characters, into
their thoughts and reflections on their experiences as black, Muslim and
immigrant subjects.

Ro Caminal has a bachelor of Fine Arts from the University of Barcelona

(UB, 2012) and a degree in Social and Cultural Anthropology (URV.2013). She
produces films, working from the indiscipline, in a hybrid space that fluctuates
between art and social sciences. She has participated in numerous collective
and solo exhibitions in Europe, Asia and Africa. She has been awarded with
various prizes such El Contextador (Tarragona, 2013) and the Ciutat de Valls
2015. Bienal Guasch-Corantny's Prize. She currently works in Senegal.

DJART '14, 25', Algiers, 2016 == Documentary

Moi, un Noir. Reloaded és un homenatge a Jean Rouch i ofereix una
actualitzacié / reinterpretacié de Moi, un Noir, la pel-licula que 'antropoleg
frances va fer el 1957. Mentre que la pel-licula original satisfa la curiosa
curiositat de la mirada occidental sobre l'alteritat des de la distancia de
seguretat Una pel-licula, Reloaded minimitza les diferéncies culturals i
evita I'exotic.

The aims of the NACMM are to promote a better understanding
of the socio-cultural contexts of the region and to strengthen artistic and
research collaborations between North African countries. Our objective is to
bridge the gap between different cultures through mutual understanding and
knowledge sharing.

Platform HARAKAT - Investigating mobilities of knowledges and
practices in the Arab world === From today’s perspective, travel among
artists appears poles apart from the period when the artist’s profession was
still a novelty. The idea that artists travel for the sake of their art has been
ingrained so deeply that it is now taken for granted becoming a prerequisite
for their professional success. In contrast, mobility and exchange by the
non-privileged, being artists or non-artists, is performed precariously,

at the edge of structures bordering with, and many times falling into
illegality. HARAKAT, meaning ‘movements’ in Arabic, is a project that
aims to uncover what lays behind self-evident truths by critically framing,
from both a contemporary and historical perspective, artistic mobility and
the institutions promoting it. Taking the Arab rich history of travelers,
merchants and nomads as a framework, HARAKAT wants to document
spaces and practices of encounter ingrained in the region’s culture. Our

aim is to map an archeology of globalization which is confronted nowadays
by an oxymoron: the promotion of artistic mobility and the construction of
political, social and cultural borders against this same mobility. Through
residencies, curated publications, collaborative projects and an online
platform HARAKAT proposes to create a critical archive reflecting upon

the past and contemporary mobility of knowledges, bodies and practices
between the Mediterranean region, the Sahel and Western Africa. Our
objectives are to portray the traditions and contradictions of artistic mobility
in the region today, to stress on the linkages that shape these region and to
reactivate forgotten, or rather invisible histories and stories providing a space
for critical reflection and action.
